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TOURISM -  A FIGURATIVE STATUS  

 

The Foreign Tourist Arrivals (FTAs) in India during 

July-September, 2018 were 2.31 million 

(Provisional) as compared to 2.22 million during the 

same period in 2017, showing a growth of 4.1%.  
 

The estimate of Foreign Exchange Earnings (FEEs) 

through tourism for the Quarter were 48,572 

Crores (Provisional) as compared to 42,447 Crores 

in the corresponding period in 2017, registering a 

growth of 14.4 %.  
 

In US$ terms, the estimate of FEEs stood at US 

$6.933 billion (Provisional) during July-September, 

2018 as compared to US $6.602 billion in 2017 for 

the same period registering a growth of 5.0 %.  
 

The FTAs on e- Tourist Visa were 4,67,678 during 

July-September, 2018 as compared to 3,49,574 

during July-September, 2017 registering a growth of
